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4. COMMITTEE 
 

➢ The administration, control for the tournament shall be the responsibility of the 
tournament organizers and delegates of the remaining teams in the tournament. 

➢ Communication will be done via administration desk and through a WhatsApp.  

• The committee will form a group whattsapp for the tournament 
emergencies, communication, announcements and each team will be 
requested to submit a number that in on whattsapp. 

 
 

5. TROPHIES AND PRIZES 
 

➢ The winner of the tournament shall be awarded with UK Zone 7 Floating 
Trophy. The trophy shall be retained by the club and returned to the 
Committee in the same condition it was presented, by no later than 30 
before the Annual Easter  Tournaments the following year. 

➢ Each team will only be allowed to register 18 players and 2 officials in order 
to accommodate our limited medals.  

➢ All cash amount of the winners will be transferred to the team bank acc or to 
the team’s official bank acc and the banking details will be submitted to 
Kingdom’s official by the team’s captain only.  

➢ The Soccer Seniors prizes of the tournament will be as follows: 
1st prize:   R100 000, Trophy, Soccer kit and 20 Gold medals. 
2nd prize:  R30 000, Soccer Kit, 20 Silver medals. 
3rd & 4th  R10 000 X 2 Semis finalist teams 

 
➢ The Masters prizes of the tournament will be as follows: 

1st prize:   R10 000, Trophy, Soccer kit and 20 Gold medals. 
2nd prize:  R4 000, Soccer Kit, 20 Silver medals. 

 

• All Referees and Assistant Referees will be paid and they will receive gold 
medals as well. 
 
 

6. DRAW 
 

➢ Last 16 draw has been done on the launch already, the fixture has been sent 
to teams and shared in our WhatsApp group.  

➢ Quarter finals and Semifinals will be done on the last games of each stage at 
UK ground and it will be posted on the WhatsApp group.  
 

 
7. DURATION OF MATCHES 
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➢ The Tournament shall be run on a knock out basis with each tie being 
decided in a single match. 

➢ Games will start 09H00; second at 11H00, third at 13H00, fourth at 15H00. 
➢ All matches shall consist of two (2) periods of forty (45) minutes plus 

referee’s optional time. The referee shall be the sole judge and adjudicator of 
time, inclusive of time added on, if any.  

 
➢ There shall be an interval at half time of (10) ten minutes. 
 
➢ If after full time the match is drawn then we will go to penalty shoot-out as 

per the Laws of the Game. 
 
➢ All games shall be played to a finish, unless otherwise interrupted by natural 

factors like Rain, Darkness, Wind, unrest etc… then the game will be replayed 
with full time and 0-0 score. 

 

• And if games interrupted by man made issues (teams, suppoters 
etc…) for whatever reason then the game will be replayed with the 
same remaining time and score ended with. 

 
➢ Only the Referees shall have powers to stop the game due to above factors 

and the referee will confirm with the tournament commit before taking that 
decision. 

 
➢ No team will be allowed to play without a team sheet. 

 
➢ Team that will be late between 15 minutes to 30 minutes of their starting 

time will be fined R500, the opponent will be given 1 goal, there shall be a 
R150 fine & 1 goal for every 5 minutes late coming after 30 minutes fine, the 
game will cancelled at 45 minutes and the game shall be played only the 
remaining of the 90 minutes before it get to the cancellation stage. 

 
 

8. SUBSTITUTIONS  DISMISSALS  
 

➢ Up to maximum of five (5) substitutes may be used per game and subs can only 
be done 3 times. 
 

➢ A player ordered off the field (Red card) of play shall serve the next game as 
suspension. 
 

➢ Players will only be allowed to play for one team only, once a player wears a 
team outfit, his name on the team sheet then that player will not be allowed 
play for another team 
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➢ Teams will be allowed to protest before, during the game only not after the 
game, a protesting team will be chargered R500 which is to be paid to the 
administration desk before the end of the game and it will be the responsibility 
of teams captain to do a protest with the match official not with the LOC.  
 

➢ Each team will be responsible for its players, officials, suspected supporters 
misbehave in any manner whatsoever, anyone (players, officials, suspected 
supporters) touches or assaulting the match officials or the officials of the 
tournament then such team will be instantly dismissed, banned from all the UK 
tournaments in order to protect the image of the tournament and sponsor 
from ambush marketing. 

 
  

9. TEAM OUTFITS  
 

➢ Each clubs shall wear a formal outfit.  
 

➢ The player’s jersey shall be clearly numbered and the numbers shall correspond 
with those shown on the team sheet.
